Change in Cathedraticum Assessment 

During fiscal year 2014, a review of the Cathedraticum 

policy (Diocesan tax) was conducted. A number of issues and 

areas where improvements could be made were 

identified.  During September 2015, proposed changes were 

presented and, after consultation with the Priests Council, the 

Diocesan Finance Council, and the Diocesan Pastoral Council, 

Bishop DiLorenzo accepted the recommendation to make 

changes to the Cathedraticum policy effective July 1, 2016. 

            The new policy will use a progressive rate schedule that 

will replace the current 9.5% tax rate as well as eliminate the 

numerous exemptions previously granted for building and 

maintenance collections.  Debt reduction (principal only) 

payments will continue to be exempt as well as Parish Charities, 

National or Diocesan collections, Annual Diocesan Appeal, 

Living Our Mission Campaign, and proceeds from insurance 

claims.
