As we all know, the Catholic Church has been going through a major crisis in dealing with the sexual
abuse scandal and the cover-up by the hierarchy. This tragic situation has caused so much hurt, pain, anger, and
confusion. We need to work towards healing.

In the last 6 months, Bishop Knestout has tried to address this painful chapter in the life of our
diocese. First, in February, he released the names of those priests in our diocese who have been accused of
sexual misconduct. Second, last week, Bishop Knestout released the names of 6 other priests in our diocese who
were accused of sexual misconduct. Third, last week, the Bishop publicly expressed concern that in the past,
Bishop Sullivan did not handle some of the abuse cases as well as should have been. As a result, his name will be
removed from Bishop Sullivan Catholic High and it will revert to its original name and be called Catholic High.

In light of the decision of the Diocese to do this and out of respect for the victims, it has been
decided that here at St. Thérese, Sullivan Hall will, likewise, revert to its original name and be called the Social
Hall.

Let us pray for all the victims of the sex abuse cover-up crisis in the Catholic Church, that
the Lord will bring healing and justice for the victims and their loved ones. May we as a parish community, always
seek to bring Christ and the Good News of God'’s love and mercy to everyone.
